Outstanding Agronomy Graduate Student Award Criteria: 

Objective: An “Outstanding Agronomy Graduate Student Award” will be available each year to recognize the efforts and accomplishments of a graduate student toward completing coursework, research, professional development, and other departmental service activities during their graduate career at Iowa State University. The recipient will be selected by fellow graduate students. 
Eligibility: Any graduate student enrolled in the Agronomy Department (on campus or distance; departmental or interdepartmental major) at the time the award will be presented is eligible. 

Nomination Process: Nominations can be made by any member of the Agronomy Department, including graduate students, staff, and faculty. The nominator should submit a nomination letter (see below) to the Agronomy Graduate Programs Secretary, Student Services, 1126 Agronomy Hall.  Nominations will be accepted beginning the first Monday of October and will remain open until October 15. 

Nomination and Supporting Letters: Selection will be based upon one nomination and two supporting letters.  One of the  three letters must come from a faculty member.  The letters should include a description of the student’s accomplishments, departmental service, and other attributes that qualify them as an outstanding graduate student.  The curriculum vitae of the nominee may be attached to the nominating letter for additional support.   

Evaluation: Nominations will be reviewed by a committee consisting of four graduate student representatives that are not being considered for the award and have not submitted letters (selected by Agronomy Graduate Student Club officers once the nomination period has ended) and a graduate club advising faculty. Master and PhD students will be evaluated separately. The judging criteria will consist of the following: 

 1. Recipient must have demonstrated academic achievement (30%). 

 2. Recipient must have demonstrated significant progress made in completing his or her research project and publications (30%) 

 3. Recipient must have demonstrated active involvement in the Agronomy Department and/or in Graduate Club activities or other departmental activities (30%) 

 4. Recipient must have demonstrated ability to overcome challenges involved in graduate life (academic and personal) (10%)
