Apply for APHIS permit























An APHIS permit is required for transportation of materials related to your project.  It can take up to 60 days to receive approval of your application, so apply as soon as possible.  APHIS recommends you submit a Word® or WordPerfect® application first (to speed up the application process), then mail an original copy to:
